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“Inspections and Prevention: The First Steps to Situational Awareness” this class takes us through the steps of inspections at the company level and associates the hazards into how they will affect our firefighting operations.  We will look at adapting to and changing tactics to overcome fire code issues during an incident.  This class is approved for up to 6 CEU’s from the State of Missouri for Inspector re-certification. 4-6 hours.
“A Firefighter’s Own Worst Enemy” has been presented at FDIC 2010, Fire Rescue International 2010, Missouri Winter Fire School 2010 and will be presented at FDIC 2011.  This class discusses and identifies behaviors and actions that make us our own worst enemy in the firehouse and on the fire ground.  We will identify some of the reasons why we make poor decisions and how as officers and firefighters we can change these behaviors. This class is approved for up to 8 CEU’s from the State of Missouri for Instructor CEU’s re-certification.  4-8 Hours

“The Rule of 90’s: A Company Officer’s Guide to Success” is a new class that discusses the importance of the company officer.  This class is based on the premise of 90’s for the company officer to follow before promotion and beyond the company officer level.  Typically, a firefighter begins to consider promotion opportunities after his first 90 months of service. We will talk about how to prepare during those first 90 months for the promotion. In addition the new company officer’s first 90 days are crucial to his success and we will provide a guide to succeed during this time.  We go on to talk about the first call as a company officer and the decision that must be made and how the first 90 seconds of that call will set the tone for the entire incident. Approved for CEU’s for Missouri State Instructor re-certification.  This class will be offered at FRI 2011. 4 Hours
“Safety and Survival on the Fireground –The Role of the Company Officer” is an overview of how we need to be better at meshing the culture of safety with the culture of extinguishment.  We have a dangerous job and we accept those dangers, but we continue to make poor decisions on the fireground that increases the dangers that are already present.  This class will discuss leadership, both formal and informal as well as some tactics for safe, aggressive fireground operations. In addition, we will discuss “Mayday”, RIT Prevention and RIT. This class will be offered at FRI 2011.   4 Hours
